Precautions when taking plctures

= Do not allow tne camera lo get wet, Should the
camera gal wet wipe it off immediately with a
dry soft cloth.

» Do not drop the cameara of allow it 1o hit a solid
object. It the camera suffers a severa shock or
impact, take it 1o a Pentax service cenlar for
inspection.

» Ba careful not to subject the camera o strong
vibrations, shock or pressure, Cushion the
camera during transportation.

« Condensation on the interior or the extarior of
the camara may be harmful 10 the camera
mechaniem, When laking the camera from a
warm temperature 10 a subfreezing one or vica
varsa, put the camera into a case or plastic bag
50 that any changes in lemperature ditference
is minimized. Do not remove it from the bag
until the lemperature has stabilized,

« Regular size color prints may cut off what
appears on the extreme edges ol the film
frame. Compose your picture with a margin of
salaty at the edges.
